IDENTIFIED FOR YEARS AS THE WORST PERSECUTOR OF CHRISTIANS, WITH 60,000 ESTIMATED
IN PRISON THERE SIMPLY FOR THEIR FAITH. IN RECENT YEARS MANY NORTH KOREANS HAVE
ILLEGALLY CROSSED THE BORDER INTO CHINA TO ESCAPE STARVATION, AND CHINA WANTS
TO AVOID A TOTAL COLLAPSE OF THE NORTH KOREAN GOVERNMENT THAT WOULD SEND
MILLIONS MORE INTO CHINA. LET’S PRAY ABOUT ALL THIS TODAY: “FATHER GOD, IN THE
NAME OFJESUS WE CLAIM PHILIPPIANS CHAPTER ONE VERSE SIX FORNORTH KOREA—THAT
YOU HAVE BEGUN A GOOD WORK THERE AND YOU WILL COMPLETE IT UNTO THE DAY OFOUR
LORD JESUS CHRIST. WE AGREE WITH THE DECADES-LONG PRAYER OF THE SOUTH KOREAN
CHURCH FOR THE PEACEFUL REUNIFICATION OF THE KOREAN PENINSULA UNDER THE
BANNER OF JESUS CHRIST, AS SOON AS POSSIBLE. WE PLEAD THE BLOOD OF JESUS OVER
NORTH AND SOUTH KOREA TO BRING HEALING TO THAT NATION AND GIVE THEM
